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HIS YEAR, THE PORT OF VOLOS finds itself at a crucial juncture,
given that both the utilization procedures, with the transfer of
the majority share package to a private entity, which has been
suspended due to the appeal to the Council of State by the
second bidder company, and the recent floods that hit Magnesia,
acted as impediments to a series of port development plans.
However, the current management has redefined its goals,
according to the needs that have arisen, while also taking into account
the European frameworks for port development. Last summer, we
initiated a new significant commercial activity with the unloading
of thousands of new cars, which, as it seems, is solidifying, as for
2024 we have progressively increasing car unloads.

“Aiming for new forms of energy
through RES, we implement energy-
saving projects,” says Socrates
Anagnostou, CEO of VPA S.A.

Aiming for new forms of
energy through Renewable
Energy Sources (RES), we are
implementing energy-saving
projects. We replaced light bulbs,
along the entire coastal front and
within the port, with new LED
types, and we have already
received the relevant licensing
from the Hellenic Electricity
Distribution Network Operator
(HEDNO) for Net Metering.
Additionally, we have announced
the tender for the construction of
additional photovoltaic panels
(1.3 MW capacity) from those
we already possess, in order to
be completely self-sufficient in terms of consumed electrical energy.

With the aim of increasing cargo traffic, we have modernized the
logistics system, while operating an electronic system for issuing port
fees, which until recently were done manually. Additionally, we have
acquired an integrated work management system for the port services
department of the commercial port. Furthermore, the project for the
new scrap handling area has been completed. With this transfer, a
series of plans for the development and utilization of the First Pier
of the Port of Volos are being initiated, satisfying a longstanding
request of the local residents. One project we consider absolutely
necessary is the completion of the Third Pier. The study has already
been completed, and we are awaiting approval of the environmental
study by the relevant department of the Ministry of Environment.

As management, we set three main developmental goals. Firstly,
the integration of the railway into the port and all the piers of the
commercial port. A study on connecting the port with the Volos railway
station, as well as the development of a railway network within the port,
has already been conducted by a consulting firm, commissioned by
the Hellenic Railways Organization. Secondly, in collaboration with
the Greek authorities, promoting the maritime connection between
the Port of Volos and the Port of Alexandria in Egypt, with RO-RO
vessels. This initiative has been embraced by the respective ministries
of Greece and Egypt, and its achievement will open up new channels
of connectivity between Europe and Africa, as a continuation of the
connection between Volos and Latakia in Syria decades ago.

Finally, the establishment of a free zone, as we believe that this
will facilitate the promotion of products from third countries to the
countries of the Balkans and Central Europe through our port. €
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
